BRIEF HISTORY:

Arva Moore Parks passed away May 10, 2020 at the age of 81. She was a noted historian
who wrote often about the history of Coral Gables and played an important role in the
preservation of much of the City’s history.

During the May 12, 2020 City Commission meeting, Vice Mayor Lago discussed the
possibility of naming a City park or facility after Arva Moore Parks, and he is spearheading
the naming process in accordance with the City’s Park Naming Policy.

As the Vice Mayor works with City residents and interested parties to put together the
application, the City Commission desires to support those efforts and direct City staff to
assist in identifying an appropriate park, open space, facility or room to name in honor of
the life and contributions of Arva Moore Parks, with the understanding that a future
resolution will come before this Commission for final consideration.
