BRIEF HISTORY:

Since 2023 the City has adopted resolutions declaring that Coral Gables is a Green Light for
Veterans City and has directed the illumination of City Hall with green lighting in observance of
Operation Green Light for Veterans.

In 2024, the City Commission declared that the City park located at 7700 Old Cutler Road be
renamed “Staff Sergeant Carl Enis Veterans Memorial Park™ in honor of fallen Pararescueman,
Staff Sergeant Carl Philippe Enis of the 308" Rescue Squadron.

As the City currently does not hold a regular Veterans Day event, the City Commission wishes to
direct staff to develop and implement an annual Veterans Day event to honor all military veterans
of the United States Armed Forces on Veterans Day each year.
