WHEREAS, offering this service to residents and visitors is well aligned with the
strategic plan objectives to “improve mobility throughout the City,” “create accessible home-
town recreation opportunities in all areas of the City” and “increase alternative mobility
options by 2019.”

WHEREAS, a demonstration pilot provides residents and visitors with the opportunity
to experience and evaluate bike-share as a mobility solution

The City Commission does hereby direct staff to advertise a Request for
Letters of Interest (RFLI) regarding the launch of a twelve (12) month pilot for stationless
bike-share service in the City of Coral Gables.
