If this notice pertains to failure to maintain a historic structure, please be advised that:
• You may be subject to substantial fmes that may not be mitigated.
• You may also be required to repair or restore the historic structure.
• If the historic structure is allowed to deteriorate to the point where it must be demolished:

• the City Code requires that you replace the structure with a similar historically-appropriate
structure; and

• the property will no longer qualify for an historic preservation tax exemption.
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
