The City of Coral Gables was specifically chosen 

because of its central location, beautiful Spanish architecture and influence, which is a perfect match 

for a regal, historical and beautiful ambiance that is synonymous with the University of Salamanca;

WHEREAS, at their location in the “City Beautiful” the University is specifically offering a 

Study Abroad Programs for Teens and College Students, Spanish Summer Camps, and “Life Long
